Background
The Finnis Scott Foundation was established under the Will of Lady Scott (Valerie Finnis) in 2006.  Lady Scott held a lifelong interest in charity, horticulture, arts and culture.  The purposes of the Foundation reflect this.

The Trustees may make grants for any charitable purpose.  However, the Trustees’ current policy is to focus their grant-making in the areas of:

· horticulture and plant sciences;

· art; and 

· art history.

Grant criteria 
The Foundation makes grants to both UK charities and individuals.  

In general the Trustees will only usually consider grants of between £500 and £10,000, although, exceptionally, larger grants may be considered at the Trustees’ discretion. 
The Foundation funds both capital and revenue projects.

Grants are not given for expenditure which has already been made.

Hewitsons act as administrators and advisors for the Foundation.

In addition to this application form, the documents the Trustees require are:

· if available, any business plan, project plan or similar document setting out the purpose of the grant; 

· two references from people who have known you for over two years, who are independent (ie not family members nor business partners) and who are able to give an opinion as to your suitability to receive the grant for which you are applying; and

· any further documents the Trustees or Hewitsons inform you they require.

Grant‑making is within the complete discretion of the Trustees. 

Once your application is received, it is expected that your application will be acknowledged within 2 weeks.  If your proposal is not eligible, you will be told in this letter.  All eligible applications will be assessed, and you may be asked for further information.

The Trustees will consider your application at their first meeting following receipt of the application and all necessary accompanying documents.

The Trustees meet quarterly, so it may take up to four months after you submit your application to receive a decision. 

If a grant is made, this will be by cheque and in accordance with a written agreement which you will be required to accept and sign in order to receive the grant.  

The grant agreement will cover such matters as purposes, timing and stages of payment, monitoring, withdrawal and claw-back of grant, and publicity.
